support of this project? 
6.  Describe how this project supports education, women, children, or a charitable effort in  

California. 
7.  What population does this project serve? 
8.  If this project is currently funded by Alpha Delta Kappa or any other organization,  
    provide details.  Are financials available including percent of funds spent on programs  
    that directly impact the population versus funds spent on salaries/overhead?
